The DCC proposes to amend rule:

Ohio voters approved an initiated statute in November 2023 to legalize the possession and use of
marijuana by individuals aged 21 and over, the sale of marijuana by state-licensed dispensaries to
those individuals, and to create the Division of Cannabis Control within the Ohio Department of
Commerce. Therefore, the DCC is restructuring the rules under Chapter 3796 that regulate medical
marijuana under a new Chapter 1301:18 to regulate both medical and non-medical cannabis.

The purpose of the above rules is to ensure that the ownership of licensed cannabis facilities is in
compliance with program expectations and limits on the number of licensees a person can own or
control. The rules also establish financial responsibility requirements, which are substantially the
same as what is currently required of medical marijuana licensees. Waste disposal is addressed in
these rules, ensuring that cannabis waste is disposed of safely and rendered unusable.

Additionally, the rules contain some dispensary specific requirements, addressing who can enter a

dispensary and ensure that only individuals over the age of 21 are allowed access to a facility (with
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the exception of medical marijuana patients). The rules also address dispensary operating
procedures, quality assurance, security, and surveillance, which are aimed at preventing diversion,

theft, and loss.
