On behalfof Lt. GovernorMary Taylor, and pursuantto the authoritygrantedto the Common
Sensdnitiative (CSI) Office under OhioRevisedCode(ORC) section107.54, theCSI Office has
reviewedthe abovementioned admstrativerule packageandassociatedusiness Ipact Analysis
(BIA). This memo represats the CSI Office’s comnentsto the Agencyasprovided forin ORC
107.54.

Analysis
This rule package consists of one existing rule being proposed for amendment bkidhe O

Department of Aging (ODA). The rule has been reviewed under the/daereview requirement

of ORC 119.032. The rule was submitted to the CSI Office on May 3, 2013, and the comment
period expired on May 19, 2013. No comments were received dtmengomment period.
However, ODA did submit slightly revisedrule and BIA on May 9, 2013. Neither revised
document included subsitve changes.

The ruleoutlines requirements for codtaging and voluntary contributiote be implemented by
providers of senior services in Ohilm its BIA, the Departmenexplainsthe federal law that
serves as the basis for these requirements, and notes that the intent of thiafedeta allow for

services to seniors whose incomes might otherwise exclude them from participattbe

Medicaid program. In so doing, the payments from these seniors help subsidizessr lower

income recipients.

The BIA describesa robust stakeholder outrealit ODA to solicit inputas part of the fivgear
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review, and identified the changes it is proposing based on its own review and the inpatrece
from dakeholders. The adverse impaatusinesses from the rule is primarihe administrative
expenseo collect and account for the payments from cost sharing and voluntary contributions.
However, ODA notes that the providers also receive additional revenue asltaofethese
payments. Moreover, the requirements of the rule are based on requirements in Ohiorahd fede
law.

Recommendations
For the reasons discussed above, the CSI Offiee dot have any recomendations for this rule
package.

Conclusion
Based onhe above comments, the CSI Office catudes thatODDA should proceed with thermal
filing of thisrule package with the Joitommittee on Agency Rule Review.
